Safety Issues/Violations:

Forest Ridge – 

· Concrete Contractors – Issue – PPE – spoke to them about wearing their hard hats.

· Drywall Supplier – Issue – Fall Protection – spoke to them about putting temp railing back up when they are done stocking the building.

Greystone 2 – 

· Bestway Drywall – Issue – Electrical - Took 7 cords because they were undersized and grounds missing.

Timber Ridge 2 –

· RT Moore – Issue – PPE – first day on jobsite, had to ask them to wear there hardhats first thing this morning.

· Concrete Foundations Inc – Issue – Hand/Power Tools - has a reciprocating saw that has the chord wire nutted back together.

Positives:

Ashland Lakes 2 – 

· CCS Cleaning dropped off her MSDS binder in the trailer.

· Trim guys were using glasses while cutting.

· Medlin's trim guys in 15 observed them wearing safety glasses while cutting base board.  Also, checks all blade guards to make sure they were all properly working.

· Carpet layers had windows open for ventilation in building 16 while using spray adhesive on pad.

· Roofers were tied off while laying shingles.

· Observed the Brick Mason using a level to plumb their scaffolding while erecting.

Forest Ridge – 

· Fall Protection Required Signage has been placed on the sliding doors of upper balconies where guardrail damage has occured, waiting for permanent railing to be installed within the next week.

· We walked the site today and remove all trash lumber from the buildings to prevent trip hazards.

Greystone 2 – 

· Held Tool Box Talk at 10am. Talked about the excessive amount of extension cords that we have seen damaged onsite.

Irvington Heights – 

· G & G went around the site today picking up loose nails.  They also picked up trash and debris.

· The permanent safety rails on the balconies of 5, 6, and 7 were installed today.  The temp railings were transferred over to buildings 3 and 4 that were missing the railings.

· Made sure that the new gutter installer for JT Builders was abiding by our fall protection rules.

· Cornhusker Insulation is using dust masks while installing insulation in building.

· Haywood Masonry had proper fuel containers onsite. 

Retreat @ Dry Creek –

· Hibbert’s (Paint) on site and using ladders correctly.

· Momper was on site finishing punch list and used ladders correctly and had good PPE usage.

Timber Ridge 2 – 

· This morning we checked RT Moore's extension chords. All were good
